1.  The School Playground -  As  a staff we have 

reviewed our processes for the school playground.  As 

I explained at Year 3 -6 assembly last week we have 

decided to introduce some new steps to support 

children to make positive choices when faced with 

challenging sitiations. Some new proces ses are:  

¶ Red card -  When a student is having difficult y to 

regulate themselves in  the playground they will be 

ask ed to go inside to the reflection space. Teachers 

are here to support children to calm down in order 

to make better choices.  

¶ Restorative chats -  A script will be used to support 

restorative conversations. The goal of these 

conversations is to repair  the  relationship . 

Depending on the severity of the incident the 

teacher will either ówalk and talk ô to the student or  

they  will be excluded from the playground and sent 

to have a chat in the Reflection S pace. More severe 

incidents are defined as disrep ecting teachers or 

other children through the use of inappropriate 

language, physically hurting others or vandalism. 

Parents w ill be co ntacted for incidences that are 

classified as severe and may be ask ed to come to 

the school to be part of the conversation.  

Period 5 on Friday  Afternoons  

To continue the Kidsmatter initiative and the focus on Social 

and Emotional learning ,  time o n Friday afternoon has been 

allocated to support students to develop their skills.   The staff 

will teach social and emotional competencies during this time. 

These could include self -management, self -awareness, social 

awareness, relationship or responsible decision -making skills. 

The Student of the W eek is presented  at the end of this 

session . This time could be an opp ortunity for children to 

practis e their skills in a buddy context.

Grade 2 ï Numeracy  

 

We have been exploring different strategies for adding 

multiple numbers together (such as 6 + 3 + 7 + 5 + 4 and 16 

+ 15 + 15 + 14). Students have been learning to annotate 

number sentences by grouping friends of 10 and doubles so 

they are able to add famil iar numbers. On the left is a picture 

of Sophia dropping a block on a target. After 5 rounds, she 

added up the numbers to find her total score. Moving forward, 

we are going to explore the strategies of doubles, near 

doubles and making to 10, to expose and give students the 

chance to consolidate efficient mental and written adding 

strategies. Below is a picture of Jacksonôs reflection where he 

is identifying combinations of 10 to make it easier to add the 

numbers together. You can support your child at home by 

investigating strategies for adding multiple numbers together 

and discussing the reasoning.
